Classes are open to boys and girls aged 8 to 12 (as of July 16, 2012). We may make exceptions if
your child is just a bit outside that range - call Caroline (613) 395-6096 and check first!

Mon. July 16 to Fri. July 20 inclusive; on stage at the Empire Theatre, 321 Front St. Belleville.
Classes start at 9:30 am. Your child may arrive up to 15 minutes earlier.
Classes end at 4:00 pm. Please be prompt for pickup!

There will be a maximum of 30 participants, working with 2 fully qualified professional teachers
and 2 teaching assistants.

Bring a bag lunch, snacks, water or juice in containers. PLEASE - NO PEANUT BUTTER!

Comfortable pants and top, socks and closed-toe running shoes or dance shoes. NO SANDALS,
FLIP-FLOPS, CROCS or other open-toed footwear. Keep jewelry to a minimum.

Please do not bring your child if he/she is not feeling well. If your child becomes ill during class,
we will ask you to take the child home promptly.

* A small ring binder (17 or 1-1/2”) for music, scenes, class notes, etc. Print the child's name
clearly on the outside of the binder.

*A few sharpened pencils (theatre notes are rarely written in pen!)

* A few sheets of regular lined paper.

During the week, the students will study vocal (singing), movement (dance) and acting
techniques, voice projection, choreography, scene and character interpretation and improvisation.
All material content will be age-appropriate.

To complete the experience, there will be a one-hour presentation "For Family and Friends" on
the Empire Stage at 2:30 pm on Friday July 20. You'll be amazed how much everyone has
learned in just 5 days!

Fees are Non-Refundable. However, if there is a waiting list of applicants and you cancel prior
to Friday July 16 we will make every effort to re-sell your spot and refund your fee less a $15
administration charge. Please note that we cannot guarantee this. No refunds after July 16.

The work we will do in this week is fairly intensive, and not for the shy introvert - we
strongly recommend that you do NOT sign your child up if he/she is in any way unsure
about being on stage, performing or speaking in public.
